Children 
should be prepared to line up on the outside boundary 
lines of their age specific fields 10 minutes prior to the 
start time. An announcement will be made for the start 
of the egg hunt. Parents: we ask that you please do not 
pick-up the eggs for your children. The hunt is usually 
over in less than 10 minutes.  
 
Be sure to check your eggs before you leave!  If you find 
an egg with a number on it, please take it to the 
Performance Stage, located on Field 10 to claim your 
prize.
